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Tornadoes Threaten Southeast Colorado:  
Red Cross Prepares to Respond to Heavy Disaster Season 
 

 April marked the official start of disaster season for the 
Pikes Peak Chapter when eight tornadoes touched down 
within the 18-county jurisdiction in just one day on Thursday, 
April 22, 2010 following the outbreak of three significant 
wildfires the week prior.  

 On April 22nd, Red Cross volunteers from across the Pikes 
Peak Chapter region were able to capture photos of massive 
funnel clouds in El Paso and Bent counties. Although there 
was no significant damage or injuries reported, the Red Cross 
is being urged to be 
ready for multiple 
disasters this 
season. In addition 
to local hazards such 
as tornadoes and 
wildfires, the 

National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) is predicting a 
very active hurricane season saying, "The 2010 hurricane season is 
predicted to be more active than the average for the 1950-2000 
seasons. The December 2009 report estimates approximately 11111111----16 16 16 16 
named storms, 6named storms, 6named storms, 6named storms, 6----8 hurricanes and 38 hurricanes and 38 hurricanes and 38 hurricanes and 3----5 major hurricanes5 major hurricanes5 major hurricanes5 major hurricanes occurring 
during the 2010 Atlantic hurricane season, which is more typical of 
years in an active era, such as the 1995 season." 

 This means the local Chapter must prepare now to respond to 
local and national disaster relief operations. Volunteers are urged to 
ensure they are familiar with the most current disaster response 
guidance for their team, have taken preparedness measures in their 
own homes, and have their supplies ready to go should a disaster 
strike. Additionally, volunteer should also check in with their local 
DSHR (Disaster Services Human Resources) Administrator or 
Chapter Emergency Services Director to be sure they are up to date 
in the DSHR System and have access to the DSHR Self-Service 
account to maintain a current set of availability dates.
